Next we’ll explore the glaciers
and wildlife in Kenai Fjords National Park. This evening we’ll stay at a local hotel. Finally, we’ll head
north to Denali National Park home of the largest mountain in North America and abundant wildlife.

Wildland Glacier Tour (7 Days)

We’ll camp near the base of the Matanuska Glacier and have the opportunity to walk on its immense
snout. We’ll travel deep within Wrangell St. Elias National Park to experience the area’s fascinating
human and geological history. For the next 2 nights we’ll stay at either a local historic hotel or in local
cabins amidst a backdrop of immense glaciers and ice falls. Next we’re off to explore the temperate
rainforest and glaciers near Valdez. A half day scenic ferry trip across Prince William Sound will bring
us back to the Kenai Peninsula and Hope, the best preserved gold rush town in South Central Alaska.
